Ireland Case Study No.1 

• Thursday 1st May 2014. 

• Merchant Vessel ‘Ivan Papanin’ Call sign UCJE 
Built 1990 LOA 166m, beam 23m, 14,184 GRT 

• Boiler Problem 

• Position 51° 21.7’N, 011° 07.7W   (34nm West 
of Bull Rock, SW Ireland) 

• Wind North -West force 4, swell 6 metres 

• Vessel in no immediate danger

The Duty Officer at MRSC Valentia used 
IMDatE to locate the vessel using T-AIS  



Action Taken 

• Repairs completed at Sea, resumed passage to 
Murmansk  

• Decision to monitor vessel during transit of 
Irish EEZ using IMDatE utilising both S-AIS and 
T-AIS. 

• Uploaded sitrep to SSN. 

 



Ireland Case Study No2 

• Pollution Report  

• Thursday 24th April 2014 

• EMSA Clean Sea Net (CSN) Report received. 

• Position 51 40.5N 006 04.6W 32NM SSE Carnsore Pt. 

• Size of Slick 13.02KM X 2.42 KM running North – 
South in direction. Northern tip of slick touching the 
Irish EEZ, majority of the slick in the UK EEZ. 

• Note Area Known Black Spot for T-AIS.
