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1.  Introduction 
On 7th December 2005, at EMSA premises Rue de Geneve 12, B-1049 Brussels, took place the second SafeSeaNet Training Course, led by EMSA Technical Cooperation and Development Unit. Mr Lazaros Aichmalotidis of EMSA as Chairman opened the meeting and extended a welcome to all delegates. He emphasized the vital role that national SSN systems must play within the SafeSeaNet system as a whole and noted that the current training course was aimed to provide much information that will be of great assistance to Member States developing their national SSN applications. 
2. SSN training course participants

A number of countries (Belgium, Denmark, Finland, Estonia, Lithuania, Cyprus, Ireland, Greece, Italy, Malta, Norway, Sweden, Poland, Portugal, Romania and the UK), were represented by their experts. The list of participants is attached at Annex 1. Observing that participants chiefly had IT backgrounds and responsibilities, the Chairman stressed and requested they note that the SSN project is much more than purely technical. Besides the technical tasks, much coordination was required to be completed at national level. 
3. Agenda

The agenda of the course is attached at Annex 2. The presentations offered during the SafeSeaNet Training Course are available on the EMSA Web site. The list of documents presented to the course participants is included at Annex 3. Training consisted of a small number of leading lectures, followed by panel discussions on given subjects. The panel discussions were found to be particularly interesting, as they stimulated a frank exchange of different experiences.

4. Main conclusions

There is a need for further focus on the way that Member States manage SSN at national level. There are alternative ways to enable Member States manage SSN. Each Member State must select a solution appropriate to its own present and future needs. EMSA is offering to provide assistance to Member States on how to adjust their systems and procedures to comply with SSN. The Chairman requested participants to note that EMSA intends a series of visits to specific Member States (at their request), with the object of discussing alternative solutions and best practices. Even the most advanced Member States (in the field of SSN) have not yet fully developed their SSN national applications. 

SSN requires much work on coordination to manage all of the different participating users at national level. SSN is an integrated system which can only be made effectively operational if all the different actors of the Member States feed the system with the required information. 

The management of UN LOCODES at national level is an important factor for the successful implementation of SSN. The total number of EU LOCODEs will likely increase dramatically because a new LOCODE is required for each specific port area and anchorages, (due to the ISPS Code). Each Member State should nominate an authority to manage allocation of the LOCODEs for its various port areas.  

Overall, the Training Course was a very useful exercise which allowed its participants to exchange experiences in the operational field.

5. Follow up of the training course

SSN is recognised as a very important project that is expected to grow further and become the EU. platform for exchange of information between maritime Authorities. The development of SSN is a priority for EMSA, which accordingly allocates considerable resources for this task. Another training session will be held in June 2006 at the new EMSA premises in Lisbon, Portugal. 
No actions have been defined for EMSA or Member States as a follow-up to the SSN 2 training course.
