EXERCISES
Exercise “Sending Port +”
· Send Port+ notification for vessel IMO (choose from Table 1- Reference Imo numbers per each user)  for port (choose from Table 1- Reference Imo numbers per each user), Last Port= PLGDY, ETD Last Port= Now-24hrs, ETA at Port of Call= Now+12 hrs, ETD= Now +24 hours, Next Port of Call= NLRTM, ETA at Next Port=Now=48 hrs, POB=12,  
· Update Port+ notification previously sent with ATA = Now 

Exercise “Sending Distributed Alert”
· Send distributed alert type SITREP (document to be uploaded is stored on your local drive) for vessel IMO (Table 1- Reference Imo numbers per each user)   

· Choose port (Table 1- Reference Imo numbers per each user)  as an origin of the voyage and port three rows below  

· Select recipients randomly from the proposed list 

Ex 1. Expected call of selected ship
Find expected call of the vessel IMO: 9164029 closest to tomorrow. Use query "Expected call of selected ship".
Ex 2.  List Expected Calls Of Selected Ship
Find expected calls of the vessel IMO: 9164029 within next week. Use query "List Expected Calls of Selected Ship".
Ex 3. Most Recent Arrival Of Selected Ship

Find most recent arrival of the vessel IMO: 9193240. Vessel should have arrived to a port within last 36 hours. Use query “Most Recent Arrival of Selected Ship”.
Ex 4. Most Recent Departure Of the Selected Ship

Find most recent departure of the vessel IMO: 9149653. Vessel should have departed the port within last 36 hours. Use query “Most Recent Departure of Selected Ship”.

Ex 5. Recent And Current Ship Calls Of Selected Ship

Find Recent And Current Ship Calls Of Selected Ship IMO: 9039092, within last 7 days.
Ex 6. Expected Ship Calls at EU PORT 

Find Expected Ship Calls At EU port - FRLEH for next 7 days.
Ex 7. Current Ship Calls at EU PORT 

Find current Ship Calls At EU Port – GBSOU
Ex 8. Completed Ship Calls At EU Port

Find Completed Ship Calls At EU Port - FIHEL within last 5 days
Ex 9. “Latest Registered Ship Call Data Of Selected Ship”

Perform query latest Registered Ship Call Data Of Selected Ship for the same IMO number as in Exercise Sending Port +

Ex 10.  “Ship Calls Registered By SSN Yesterday”

Find ship calls registered by SSN for the SEGOT port and date 2 days before the training
Ex 11. “Latest Call updates”

Find ship calls registered by SSN for the period of time when “Exercise Sending Port+” - 1 hour
Ex 12.  “Latest Call Info At Specific Ports”

Find ship calls registered by SSN for port (choose from Table 1- Reference Imo numbers per each user) for the period of time last 12 hours

Ex 13. “Enrichment of data"

Obtain information on dangerous goods of the vessel indicated by trainers.
Ex 14. “Watchdog”
Setup a watchdog area for the current filter “ALL VESSELS” in the Strait of Gibraltar. Setup this functionality to warn you with a pop-up window for the passing vessels.

Ex 15. “Advanced filters”

Setup a filter in SSN GI which will allow displaying of the vessels IMOs indicated in the CSV file on your local drive.
SCENARIOS

Scenario 1. PSC list of ships

You are a PSC manager planning inspections in the port of Amsterdam. Prepare a list of ships which arrived at the port within last 24 hours
Scenario 2. Vessel violated VTS regulations

Vessel leaving port of Rotterdam within last 24 hours violated VTS traffic regulations. Find expected port of call within next two 2 days to report this violation to the relevant PSC/ Traffic Centre.

Scenario 3. Incident at sea

You received information about a vessel which left port (Table 1- Reference Imo numbers per each user) yesterday at 16:00 UTC and had an incident. Find the name of the vessel and relevant incident report.
Scenario 4. Ship Activity Tracking

You are a VTS Manager. You received information about possible collision for vessel IMO: 9272761. You would like to get an early warning before the vessel arrives to your area of responsibility. Setup your SSN Textual interface to receive an e-mail warning for any notification related to the vessel: 9272761.

Scenario 5. Tracking of the vessels of interest

Your administration would like to have a constant monitoring of the Maltese flag vessels with HAZMAT cargo on the Baltic Sea.  Setup a filter which will allow quick display / presentation of those vessels in your area of interest.

Scenario 6. Alerting of the vessel entry to the area of interest

You are a VTS manager of the VTS Messina. Setup your alerting area for the following area:
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You would like to receive the alerts in the form of warnings and e-mails for the following types of vessels: carrying HAZMAT, SHT, BANNED vessels and vessels reported in ALERTS (incident and accident reports).
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
