ABS, EMSA’s contractor under OP/6/2023, will run a survey using the EU Survey platform as requested and 

part of the service contract to conduct an industry hearing on the Study Investigating the Safety of Ammonia 

as Fuel on Ships.  

The study sets up the basis to develop a Guidance for ships using ammonia as fuel using a structured set of 

safety assessments and reliability analysis of ammonia systems’, equipment and components. The Guidance 

should assist the industry and regulators towards safe and harmonised deployments of the relevant 

technology using this fuel.  

The contractor developed a survey, reviewed by EMSA, to collect comments on the study results from 

relevant industry parties.  

The contractor is expected to evaluate the comments received against the results of the study.  

The participation in the survey is voluntary and no personal data will be processed unless the participant 

provides contact details, in which case the survey responses will be no longer anonymous. The contact 

information will be used for potential follow-up interview or questions on their input and for invitation to a 

Workshop on the overall results of the industry hearing,
